This has been a very tough year 
with the bad weather and snow 
damage for many of the screen 
rooms throughout the camp-
ground.  Please remember that as 
you make your direction to repair 
or replace these damaged rooms 
that they can only be replaced 
with the same portable aluminum 
structures.  You are NOT PER-
MITTED to build wooden en-
closed porches or screen room 
on your RV.  As you are planning 
any construction, please read the 
following:  
You must submit a drawing to 
the office showing proposed 
construction, then take approved 
drawing to the Sussex County 
Planning and Zoning for a per-
mit.  Copy of permit must be 
brought to office before con-
struction begins. Only split rail 
fences are permitted.  Your shed 
is  not to exceed 64 Square Feet.  
Decks that are built higher than 6 
inches off the ground can not 
exceed 120 square feet. This is 
just a brief explanation of the 
requirements for building on 
your site.  Please refer to your 
Rules and Regs and submit any 
plans to the Tall Pines office for 
approval.  Anyone building any-
thing on their site without ap-
proval will be required to remove 
it from the site and Tall Pines 
may cancel your lease for non-
compliance.  So, to save us all 
time and trouble get approval 
first.  Your cooperation in this is 
most appreciated.

Please Remember: 
A non-resident interested in 

purchasing your Unit and 

remaining on the lot must 

complete the application 

process.  This process, credit 

and background check takes 

approximately 1 to 3 weeks.  

There is a $40 fee per last 

name.  Anyone 18 years old 

or older needs to have back-

ground check.  There will be 

a registration fee ($295 for 

RV sites if not already paid), 

security deposit for MH lots 

(equal to 1 months rent), and 

a transfer fee $100.  MH must 

be inspected and meet hous-

ing criteria to stay in Tall 

Pines.  If you, a resident want 

to transfer sites & your credit 

report is more than 2 years 

old, you will be required to 

complete the application 

process again.  A transfer of a 

site will not take place if you 

have had previous court or-

ders or a history of late pay-

ments.
